Application Requirements 

Graduate Exam: ALES (75) 

English Proficiency Exam: METU EPE (75)  

Reference Letter: 2 reference letters (METU Psychology M.Sc. graduates from Ankara campus do not 

need to submit reference letters.)  

Letter of Intention: A letter of intention in English. Letter of intent must not be longer than 1000 

words. 

Cumulative Grade Point Average:  Bachelor GPA: 2,5/4.00 

The evaluation criteria: 50% ALES, 30% GPA, 20% Interview 

Students with a B.Sc. degree in psychology or relevant disciplines can apply for the MSc. program. 

However successful applicants from other disciplines will be admitted to the scientific (psychology) 

preparation program, during which they will be required to take no more than 18 credits of 

undergraduate classes. Psychology courses taken prior to admission may be counted toward the 

scientific preparation credits upon acceptance by the admission committee.  

The number of students who will be accepted to the programs may change based on the needs of the 

department.

Students are required to take 6 must courses (4 of them non-credit) and 6 elective courses (each should 

be 3 credit). Students are expected to complete elective course requirements primarily from the
